Minimum Operating Standards for Collegiate Chapters
Academic Minimum: All chapters must maintain a minimum average chapter GPA of 2.5 (for their current members and new members) unless a higher average GPA is required by the University.
Non-Hazing Agreements: All members and new members will sign and uphold non-hazing agreements that their understanding of the Sorority’s position on hazing.  This agreement also informs all members and new members of the process for reporting violations to the appropriate authorities within the Sorority.

Advisors: All Undergraduate Chapters must have an active graduate chapter advisor who attends chapter meetings on a regular basis, has regular meetings with chapter officers.  All Undergraduate Chapters in Zeta are required to have at least one members of the Sponsoring Graduate Chapter present when conducting meetings, events, or any type of activity. 

Responsible Citizenship: All chapters must develop and maintain service programs events, with minimum expectations of service for each member. Chapters are expected to actively support international philanthropies and provide service to the campus and local community (and neighborhoods) through the planning and implementation of meaningful events and participation at other events. 
Financial Management: All chapters must be in good financial standing with the Sorority’s International Headquarters’, the Regional, and State Office of the sorority.  In addition, the Chapter must be in good standing with the University with regard to financial obligations and prepare and provide detailed budget information on an annual basis.
New Member Intake: All chapters must abide by the Membership Intake Procedure established by Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc. All new candidates for membership must be approved by the State Director and the National First Vice President of Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc.
